A national programme delivered by the local library service where children are challenged to read up to 6 books and talk to library staff or volunteers about them.  Participants collect stickers and other rewards as they progress through the challenge.  In Telford, more than 1800 children take part each year.
What will my role be?

Volunteers are needed during July and August 2010 to:

· Register children for the challenge

· Explain to children and their parents how to take part

· Encourage children to discuss what they have been reading

· Give out rewards

· Show children how to use the Summer Reading Challenge website and Stories from the Web

· Help the librarians with activities

Where and when will I be working?
